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How to organize a meeting of the

Organisation Gestosis.

So far every year a meeting of the Organisation Gestosis has been organized, in 2009 it will be the 41st Meeting, also the 40th anniversary of the founding of the OG in 1969 Abu Dhabi, U.A.E.

It has been decided that every other year the meeting should take place outside of Europe. We have tried to choose our meeting places according to this condition though we did not succeed every year.

The organizer of the yearly meeting will also be the president of the OG for the respective year. The presidency starts with the closing ceremony of the previous year and ends with the closing ceremony of the year of his/her presidency.

The OG Congress is of international design but mainly aimed at the local medical officers and persons. So it includes midwives, laboratory technicians, nurses, health workers, traditional birth attendants, social workers and just everybody taking care of pregnant women and their families.

Since EPH – Gestosis is closely related to the socio-medical condition of the population, important for the general health of the population, the official medical offices should be included in the project of an OG-Meeting like the Department of Health, Education and Welfare or the Medical Chief Officer of the country.

The President of the Organisation Gestosis and his boards are responsible fort he whole congress.

The OG does not ask for a membership fee, therefore has

no monetary funds to support financially the organizers of their meetings. The organizer/president/his boards have to rise the necessary funds by engaging sponsors for their project.

The main topic of the congress should concern EPH-Gestosis.

(i.e.  Pathophysiology of Pregnancy) The papers to be presented should apply if possible the parameters as suggested by the Organisation Gestosis

The time and season for the congress may be chosen by the Organizing Committee preferably during an attractive part of the year. Many participants will bring their families and combine the meeting  with holidays. Also the duration is up to the organizers. As a rule there are two to three days enough.

It has been experienced that an extra half or full day for social activities are advantageous. It should be reserved for walking, talking, hiking, common excursions or sight seeing for the whole congress. During these hours many discussions, leisurely contacts, exchanging new ideas take place. Highly to be recommended.

The fixation of the congress fee(s) is up to the organizing Committee. The fees could be fixed according to the groups of participants, different for  specialists, local doctors, for medical students, for residents and interns, for midwives, nurses, lab-technicians, social workers, etc.

The scope of the Congress may include main lectures, invited speakers, round table discussions, post graduate training for doctors as well as medical auxiliary persons, special sessions of certain pertinent problems or clearly defined subjects, Poster sessions. 

The Organisation Gestosis expects 10% of the congress fees or 10% of the whole congress budget whichever sum is higher. Dr. Cora Yabes Almirante in Manila, Philippines <cora313@yahoo.com> is the treasurer of the Organisation Gestosis and handles these financial aspects.

Sponsors could be the pharmaceutical industries,  producers of ultrasound machines, the instrument makers, the nutrition industry like Nestlé, baby equipment and baby milk, publishers of books and journals.

They most certainly would gladly accept the possibility of a commercial exhibit.

The  sponsoring might concern the invitation of especially desired speakers/scientists, trip and/or stay, a gala dinner, coffee breaks, social events like sight seeing tours, souvenirs for the guests., congress bags and content, publishing the congress volume or the abstract booklet etc.

For the accompanying guests an attractive social program would be interesting.

Pro and post-congress tours could be offered together with an Airline, which would be named as official congress carrier. Perhaps even at a reduced rate to and from the congress.
